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Local Dogs Walk to Save Thrupp Lake 
 
On Saturday, some thirty five dogs and their owners, plus assorted soft toys for 
those who didn’t own real dogs, assembled on the Abbey Meadows in Abingdon for 
a fund raising walk in aid of the campaign to rescue the Radley Lakes from the 
clutches of RWE npower. The money raised will be used to help pay for legal fees in 
an ongoing bid to have the lakes designated a Town Green. 
 
The Radley Lakes area has long been much valued and used by local dogs and their 
owners. On Saturday afternoon, some of these decided to make their own protest 
about the destruction of Thrupp Lake by doing a sponsored dog walk to the Lakes in 
order to raise money to help with meeting the mounting legal costs.  Canine 
enthusiasm was demonstrated by much barking, sniffing and tail wagging as photos 
were taken and introductions made. Such was the level of excitement that planned 
speeches had to be abandoned as the high spirits of the happy walkers proved 
impossible to contain quietly. A beautiful sunny day and good company made for a 
really enjoyable outing along the track with all walkers, canine and otherwise, 
behaving impeccably. At the Bullfield Lake, a few of the more intrepid canine walkers 
decided on an impromptu skinny dip, before being retrieved by their owners.

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The walkers returned via the Thames path although one valiant walker discovered 
that his legs didn’t quite match up to his initial enthusiasm and had to return in a 
rucksack.  Everyone had a thoroughly good time, raised lots of cash for the lakes 
and left asking for ‘More, please!’.
